are helping us to move their learning on quickly and embed vocabulary in their lessons. The grids are available on 
our school website under the “Curriculum” tab if you would like to have a look. The progression grids help us to see 
the curriculum journey that the children make through the school.  
 

School Development – This week the staff looked at writing across the school and how we make our 

judgements. The teachers focussed on some key criteria and looked at what their judgements would be, and then 
had this ratified. It was brilliant for our professional development to have this reminder, as writing is on our school 
development plan. The children have completed the PIRA and PUMA checks this week, this is so we can analyse the 
papers and find the gaps for the children and their year group. These gaps will then be addressed by the teachers on 
their planning for the last few weeks and going in to the Spring term.

commented on hearing the children use their kind words this week.
