Reading challenge – Thank you to all those who are participating in the Reading Challenge for KS1 and KS2. It has been great to 

see some challenges and passports completed this week. There is still time to encourage your child to participate. Reading is a 

great way to inspire children and develop their language skills. It can lead to fascinating conversations about settings, characters 

and plots. 

Learning – I was challenged by some Year 4 children this week with their times tables game and I have to admit my competitive 

side took over!  I can’t believe the speed of their recall of times tables facts and they were so proud of their achievements. Year 

6 are working hard at revision and I was impressed at the explanations they were given in their Maths lessons and their 

confidence in having strategies to work out calculations. Year 3 shared their addition calculations and how the visual images are 

supporting them moving on with their Maths.  

Swimming pool improvements – You would have noticed that the building is finished now over at the swimming pool. We are 

waiting for the floor to dry out so we can lay the floor and put in toilet and shower and then we will have some open afternoons 

so parents and children can come and see the finished area.
