	Today we are returning to our Dinosaur theme and reading two of Mrs. C and HH favourites!  ‘Dinosaur in Danger’ and ‘Rotten and Rascal’ both books are written by Paul Geraghty. I have outlined several themes that can be followed this week.PLEASE CHOOSE ONE!!
‘Rotten and Rascal’.
Millions of years ago, prehistoric animals roamed the earth, and the noisiest among them all were two terrible pterosaur twins, Rotten and Rascal. The reason they were always so noisy is easy enough to understand: they quarreled constantly. If this ongoing problem sounds familiar both to parents and kids who read this funny tale, they'll also be entertained by the surprise ending--a very unusual event that finally puts a stop to the squabbling siblings' quarreling.
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The children can draw their own dinosaurs and decide what they are quarreling about.
Dinosaur in Danger’ . Last week we looked at a selection of dinosaurs, we looked at their movements and thought about their lives. 
●Introduce Talon, set the scene. Look at the volcano, valley and her home. ●Make a volcano and add to our our small world tray – this was enjoyed and played with  last week. 
●Role play the volcano exploding, freeze frame Talon, how does she  feel, act, say. Talk about the words erupt and lava.

 ●Do not read the ending, what will happen next? Ask the children to help write the end of the story, look at use of adjectives, cap. Letters finger spaces, full stop. Write the ending together on flip chart.

They talk about the features of their own immediate

environment and howenvironments might vary from one another. 

	We are going to make giant dinosaurs on the playground, planned last week.
Before we measure a dinosaur suitable for the classroom wall we will look at one of the larger dinosaurs.

Show the children a Tyrannosaurus Rex and tell them the size of the real dinosaur in metres. T-Rex was up to 15 metres long that is longer than a bus.

Suggest that we use the metre stick to measure 15 metres. Mark the starting point with masking tape and measure the distance while everyone counts 15 metres.

Encourage the children to think of other ways to measure the distance, such as counting steps or making a line of toys. We will repeat the process with other dinosaurs.

The children will be asked to make a record of their work.

Fire Paintings. Look at colour mixing red and yelllow to make the colours. Think about Talon and use adjectives to describe how she felt.

You may want to write these happy things down……. Sometimes we don’t feel happy! Sometimes things don’t always go the way we would like them to go. But, it will be ok! We should try to stay as positive as we can about things. 
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WHAT IS BEING CALM? Calmness is the mental state of peace of mind where you can be free from any noise, excitement of something that may disturb you. When you are calm, you are at peace, you are tranquil, you may even feel yourself breathing in and out slowly.
Where do you go to find CALM? Sometimes we don’t realise when we need to slow down and take a break. Everything around us is always busy. Sometimes we need to pause and take a breath… Jesus Calms the Storm In the Bible, it describes how Jesus calmed a raging storm! Have a look at these links below and choose the Bible story that you would like to watch, to help understand this story. This clip tells the story of how afraid Jesus’ disciples were when faced with a terrible storm while out fishing. Surprisingly, Jesus wasn’t afraid, but instead remained calm for his friends.
